Fender guard with brackets installation instructions
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Remove plastic from around boltholes.

2. Remove two bolts from back of headlight and remove carefully, remembering
to disconnect the electrical plug.

3. Loosen bolts (do not remove) securing the fender bracket to the truck to allow
the fender guard to slip between. Slip Fender Guard between the fender support
bracket and fender, locating the forks on the two outside bolts of the fender
bracket.

4. Loosely fasten Fender Guard bracket (Fig A) to Fender Guard using the supplied
carriage bolts, washers and lock nuts. Ensure the indent on the bracket is
located towards the back of the Fender Guard (Fig A) to allow room for the
neck of the carriage bolt.

5. Replace the back of the headlight, reconnecting the electrical plug and tightening
the bolts.

6. Tighten fender all fasteners.

7. Peel plastic and clean Fender Guard with glass cleaner if necessary.
